Overview of the Course

The aim of this course is to provide you with the knowledge and skills to enable you to take up a range of roles within an early year’s environment and act as a positive influence in the lives of young children. · National Certificate in Early Childhood Education and Care (Level 5)
The National Certificate in Early Childhood Education and Care (Level 5) provides intermediate level skills and knowledge for anyone considering a career in or wanting to be informed about early childhood services including the education and care of infants, toddlers and young children within the social and cultural environment of Aotearoa/New Zealand and allows flexibility for the holder to choose the setting in which they wish to work.

Holders of this qualification will have demonstrated knowledge and skills in the areas of: educational theory and practice; family, whanau, community and society; home-based caregiver management; professional practice; interpersonal communication; and food technology and nutrition.

The requirements are all compulsory, as the basic principles of early childhood education and care apply across all settings. The requirements include credit for unit standards that recognise knowledge and skills related to the New Zealand early childhood curriculum Te Whariki; observation techniques; programme planning; safe supervision; emergency plans and procedures; and the facilitation of early childhood education and care arrangements.

The qualification shares some credit with and builds on the introductory skills recognised by the National Certificate in Early Childhood Education and Care (Level 3) and may lead to further study at diploma or degree level. (Kiwiquals)

Each of the unit standards that comprise the programme has clearly stated elements and performance criteria. All the unit standards comprising the programme are compulsory and are listed below. As there are several unit standards that are common to the National Certificate in Early Childhood Education and Care (Level 5) and the National Certificate in Early Childhood Education and Care (Level 3) these are identified by shading.

Auckland – ‘The city of Sails’
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Choosing to study overseas is one of the most important decisions you will take. Every year thousands of international students choose New Zealand, “the world’s most free market capitalist economies” for their studies. The city of Auckland lies in the volcanic belt. There are more than 50 volcanoes in forms of cones, lakes, lagoons, islands and depressions. Almost all the volcanoes here are extinct. Payment & Refund Policies

Payment Policies
· Prospective students are required to pay a registration fee when they submit their application in order to hold a place in the next scheduled intake for the course of their preference.  This deposit is able to be credited towards the program tuition.  If, for any reason, the applicant cannot be accepted, the fee will be refunded in full.

· Tuition payments for any program are due and payable before the commencement of the program. Fees received are placed in a separate trust account and are not accessed until the course commences.  A relevant proportion of the fees paid will remain in that account until the course is completed, to ensure pro-rata refunds are available for any eligible students.

· Students who wish to withdraw from the course after 14 days, due to unavoidable circumstances are able to request deferment of their studies to a later date.  In these circumstances, their fees, or unused portion of their fees will be held in the separate trust account until such time as the deferred studies recommences.

· There will be no refund given after the fourteen (14) stands down period.

· AIAS may, at its discretion, apply an administrative charge for processing applications for refunds and deferments and the application of such charges will be made known to the students at enrolment.

· All disputes on refunds shall be addressed by application of AIAS-STU-010 Grievances and Appeal Policy and Procedures and shall be referred to Consumer Affairs arbitration if not able to be satisfactorily resolved by negotiation between the student and the Institute.
Refund Policy

· If a student wants to withdraw from the course 4 weeks or earlier before starting, the tuition fees will be refunded in full.

· If the student wants to withdraw less than 4 weeks prior to the course starting, the fees will be refunded in full less 10 % or $500.00 whichever is the lesser.

· If the student wants to withdraw once the course has started, requests for withdrawals must be in writing and be received within 8 days after the first day of the start date of the course.  The tuition fees will be refunded in full less 10% or $500.00 whichever is the lesser.

· Compassionate refunds requested from day 9 (e.g. in the case of a death, serious illness of a family member) will be at the discretion of the Director.

· If AIAS cancel any course before implementation, participants are entitled to a full refund or transfer of funds to a future course.

Academic Regulations Policies

Pre-requisites and co-requisites for the courses: These are as set in the Qualifications Framework and under the Units of Competency.  Some sections of the course are designed to be pre-requisite or co-requisite and you should follow the guidance of the administration in this regard.

Entry requirements: Although there are no formal prerequisites for the first year program, some prior knowledge or study of Ayurveda will greatly enhance the understanding and comprehension of the programme material.  Preference will be given to those dedicated and sincere in learning Ayurvedic science.

Units of Competency
In order to be awarded a Statement of Attainment for a Unit of competency, all components of the Unit must be satisfactorily completed in order for a judgment of competence to be made.

Qualification
In order to be awarded a Certificate or Diploma, all Units of Competency listed for the qualification must be satisfactorily completed before the qualification can be signed off.

Home Study requirements
The Distance Learning students will need to do at least 28 hours home study per module.
Mutual recognition of qualifications issued by other PTEs
If you have attained any Units of Competency listed for the course you are undertaking with us, you are able to gain immediate credit.

If you are supplying the evidence of this through a photocopy of the original, the photocopy must be notarised as a true and exact copy by a Justice of the Peace.

Recognition of Prior Learning
The process of RPL depends on the evidence you provide that matches the Units of Competency.  This evidence must be:

Valid:  it must match the competencies as set out in the RPL manuals

Authentic:  it must be clearly identifiable as evidence that relates to you

Sufficient:  enough evidence must be supplied, in great enough depth to allow for accurate assessment

Current:  generally, evidence must be related to skills and knowledge gained in the past five years, although this may less critical when applied to traditional and cultural academic content.

In all cases, you should be guided by the information provided by our specialist assessors.  More details on the RPL process are given in the RPL manuals.  A form enabling you to request a manual accompanies the enrolment form.

Note:  No status can be awarded for part competencies and you must demonstrate competency against the full standard in order for RPL to apply.

Leaving the course early
A Statement of Attendance is able to be provided for the satisfactory completion of any practical workshop, retreat or seminar which forms an underpinning component of the requirement for a Unit of Competency, but not the full Unit of Competency.

A Statement of Completion is able to be provided for any distance education component which forms an underpinning component of the requirement for a Unit of Competency, but not the full Unit of Competency.

A Statement of Attainment is able to be issued when a Student completes all the requirements for a specified Unit of Competency in accordance with NZQA.

A Qualification when all the aggregate components of a qualification are attained, the student will be issued with a Diploma or Advanced Diploma as detailed in the Training Package and under NZQA.

If you wish to leave a course before completing any component which would lead to the issue of any of the above qualifications, you should discuss this with AIAS and also obtain advice on deferment of studies, the implications for refunds and other relevant student issues.
